The latter two are drawn largely from the 2001 census material, which the Trust purchased for assessment of our island communities. 

The Gabriola  Local Trust Committee does not have the topic of affordable housing on its work program at this time, but if PHC alerts us that Gabriola is experiencing affordability problems, we can try to address it proactively. Our Official Community Plan is required to, and does, provide a mechanism for affordable housing. The rental of cottages (700sq ft structures that can be used as second dwellings on lots 4.94 acres or larger) for less than 30 days is expressly prohibited (Gabriola Land Use Bylaw page 18 B.6.3.1), as they were intended to provide affordable housing (Gabriola Official Community Plan page 15 2.5).
